Zapéd (Zap-ed)
Originally the bedroom project of Brisbane/Berlin producer Jordan De Pas, Zapéd is an exploration in melody and rhythm. Evolving into what has been described as ‘future groove with intelligence and character’ Zapéd has drawn comparisons to Flume, Disclosure and Chet Faker – but retains an unmistakable r’n’b flavour underpinned by monster beats and melodic ambience.  The emergence of Zapéd into the live arena in 2013 coincided with the release of his debut single ‘Feeling’ followed by the hard hitting ‘Come Black of the Year’. In 2014 Zapéd released his highly anticipated single ‘Paradise’ featuring vocals from the sultry and smooth Georgia Potter. Paradise received excellent reviews from music bloggers INDIE SHUFFLE & ACIDSTAG, while also getting a few spins on Triple J and other various radio stations around the world. 2015 has already been a busy year for Zapéd as he plans to release his next single ‘Eyes Collide feat. Groszek’ and continue forming his own identity in the international electronic music scene. With a recent move to Berlin Zapéd is quickly becoming a household name!

Quickly gaining a reputation as a party starter Zapéd has already shared the stage with BATHS, THE KITE STRING TANGLE, GLASS ANIMALS & many more.

Zapéd Live: Reviews

The local bloke responsible for the lush sounds, Jordan Depas, has called on an additional set of hands to give the bass lines extra kick, and the end result is a sound that sits somewhere between Flume, Disclosure and Chet Faker – it’s future groove with intelligence and character, but when Depas gets physical on the drum pads he underpins it all with focused energy. Still Awake and Feeling make it clear that Zapéd is a project we’re going to be hearing a whole lot more of soon, while a cover of White Town’s awkward pop masterstroke Your Woman makes this reviewer nostalgic for late-‘90s high school discos and Kirov-driven screwdrivers.
Brisbane electronic artist Jordan Depas – known as Zapéd – opened up the night to a modest crowd. With a sound along the lines of hype acts such as The Kite String Tangle and Flume, he (along with his guitarist) delivered a set of strong, soulful vocals, lush production, and danceable beats, including current single ‘Feeling’. Frequently switching between synth, guitar and bass, Zapéd managed to keep his live show interesting, gradually luring unfamiliar punters down the front for a dance. The turning point of the set was when a cover of ‘Your Woman’ by White Town was whipped out – Zapéd seemed to think that the crowd wouldn’t know the song, but the dancing proved otherwise.
