Achim G stands as a nexus between two realms - a true musical “Morpheus.” 

He possesses an inherent ability to seamlessly travel into the “Matrix” of digital music and return again to his artistic roots in the “real” analog world. 

From Apprentice to Autodidact

Raised within a musical family in southern Germany, Achim’s childhood and teen years were integral to his creative development. He was immersed in various genres, instruments and musical styles which created a diverse palette of experiences he would draw on later. By the time he was in his teens, Achim had tried many instruments, including the piano, flute, harmonica, guitar and later mastered drums. 

He listened and learned from an incredibly diverse range of artists and styles; from ABBA to Zappa … and from Breakdance Wave to Motown. Along the many paths of this journey, Achim taught himself what he needed to know, preferring life-experience over lessons. 

Emigranting from Analog

For Achim G, it was a blessing to be born into the “real” world of analog instruments. 

However, as the digital music revolution took place – he was able to emigrate quickly into it – gathering valuable experience and knowledge.  

He gives insight, “As I became more interested in rhythm and dancing, I began to use early drum machines and drum loops.” Achim’s experience in Digital Audio Workstations deepened as he acquired the skillsets of sound engineer and producer. 

The World is a Stage and School

Achim spent two decades as both a studio/session and a touring musician. Since 1993, he has been a session player for the German band Sanvoisen of record label Rough Trade, as well as a tour drummer for Backbone Slide – a project produced by Ed Miller (Black Crowes, 38 Special) for Mausoleum records. From 1996 Achim was both a studio musician and the tour drummer for the successful Turkish-German rock group Ünlü (Polydor, Polygram Europe, Universal Music Group). From 1998 to 2002 Achim was a side musician for Luxembourg’s legendary Orchestra, “The Challengers.” “I may have been seldom credited as a side musician, but I was gathering credits - so to speak - working for many producers, bands and artists,” Offers Achim.

Metamorphosis to Morpheus

In 2005, Achim G began to focus on his development as a self-managed artist. He started a recording studio, formed his own label, and released Achimsong, an instrumental pop/rock album. Since 2005, Achim has been composing and developing his style, now with the total creative control he’d never had. This metamorphosis would perhaps not have been complete without Achim developing a creative collaboration with legendary American guitarist David T. Walker. “David plays a huge musical role for me now,” Says Achim. He continues, “He understands the messages of my songs and his experience, tone, spirit and musicality is priceless.”

Harnessing the Muses

In early 2015, Achim began publishing his music and preparing and planning the release of his first EP, Off My Own Bat. The five-song release features Achim’s fusion of rock, pop, and jazz – along with funk, R&B and soul. “This project is more akin to a debut release for me,” Says Achim. The new single Heaven Sent represents the complete evolution of Achim G from musician to master of his destiny and epitomizes his new artistic liberty and evolution. Whether he is composing an analog amalgam, or a binary-based beat – Achim’s innate ability to harness the muses from both worlds stands uncontested. He is a musical “Morpheus.” There’s no red pill or blue pill to take – only his perfect blend of both – the purple pill. 
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
