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Sound & visuals

For Twelve24 backing tracks they require 2 jack/xlr outputs for audio interface (balanced output). Di boxes are not required unless you would like us to plug into them for easier access. Alternatively if the band travel without the audio interface they will require and auxiliary (mini jack) cable to plug into their laptop for audio. For visuals we use a blackmagic video interface that runs any output for video. This can be stationed next to the drummer or on FOH with our engineer.

Twelve24 require 3 good quality radio (wireless) microphones for vocals. Radio microphones must be of this standard or equivalent:

Sennheiser (G3 EW300 or above) / Shure (ULX4 or above) with a Shure SM58 head or equivalent. 

Compression to be provided on all microphone channels.
If wireless microphones cannot be provided for whatever reason please contact joshg@message.org.uk at least 4 weeks before the concert date. Failure to do this may result in Twelve24 being unable to fulfil their obligation to perform adequately on the night or in extreme circumstances cancellation. However the band will do their absolute best to make the show happen!
For concerts where the live band has been booked, Twelve24 have a drummer and a guitarist. Where possible, the drummer will need to use the backline kit provided but will bring his own snare and cymbals (breakables). Where possible, the guitarist will plug into amp’s provided on backline. If drum kit and guitar amps cannot be provided Twelve24 must be made aware of this not later than 4 weeks prior to the event so they can sort out alternative arrangements.
The following channels are to be available on the main FOH desk: 

Three channels for vocals 

Two channels for track playback
Two stereo pairs for vocal FX (delay and reverb required).

Drums & guitars can be worked out separately if the live band has been booked and working with the negotiations on what equipment will be used.
Twelve24’s drummer and guitarist are accompanying members of the backline band and not part of the Twelve24 band itself (Josh, Ryan and Christina). Please bare this in mind when mixing their Front Of House levels as Twelve24 will mainly perform with the backing track and their vocals as the main sound in the mix. The drums and guitar should not be louder than the track or the vocals apart from special acoustic performances within the set which you will be made aware of during soundcheck.
Twelve24 require a high quality front of house and monitor system in order for them to do their performance. This can be at a minimum D&B or equivalent quality specification. The make and model of the speaker system you are using for front of house and monitors must be provided before booking is confirmed so Twelve24 can ensure that the concert will be properly equipped for their performance. Monitors 
The monitor system should ideally comprise of at least four (4) front wedges & side fills. The monitor system should ideally have a separate monitor desk at the side of stage. If the band are not using FOH/MON engineer they have worked with before, a stage runner will be essential. All monitor equipment should be of comparable quality to the front of house system. Twelve24 (Ryan, Josh and Christina) do not require in-ear monitor systems (if you’re venue only runs in ear monitor systems then Twelve24 should be notified before the booking is confirmed so alternative arrangements can be made). Drums and Guitarist do require in ear monitoring capabilities. 

Sound Check / Rehearsal Time:
This should be worked out with the gig promoter/booking agent prior to the event. After everything has been set up and the microphones, drum kit, guitar and track have been checked and Channel EQ is done then Twelve24 would appreciate at least 20/30 minutes of sound check time if possible so they feel ready for the performance. 

The band are often touring on the road and sometimes like to add in new songs to the set so they will need enough time, where possible, to check these changes. Please liaise with Josh Green from the band as to whether the band are done and happy to finish.
Soundcheck is an essential requirement, however if for whatever reason a soundcheck (or at least a line check) is not possible then Josh Green or the agent working on behalf of Twelve24 should be notified within 4 weeks of the concert date. Failure to do this may result in Twelve24 being unable to fulfil their obligation to perform adequately on the night or in extreme circumstances cancellation. However the band will do their absolute best to make the show happen!
Back Stage Facilities: 

Bottled still water must be provided back stage for all members of the band. It is requested that five (5) 2 litre bottles of still water are provided, or equivalent, i.e. smaller bottles. Bottled water should also be provided for all technical crew. 

Dressing Rooms / Changing Facility: 

Full length mirror. 

Hooks or rails for costume storage. 

Hot and Cold water 

3 towels. 

Hot and Cold drinks. Ideally, Red Bull or equivalent energy drinks should also be provided for Twelve24.

Light snacks, Fruit and etc. 

Toilet facilities.

If Dressing Rooms are not close to the stage area, a changing room or screened area close to the stage MUST be provided / available as there are a number of costume changes during the performance. This area must be lit. 

Dressing Rooms and Changing Areas should be viewed as limited access areas with no access to non Twelve24 Team members for 30minutes before show, during the performance and for 30 minutes after the show.
Accommodation / Meals / Transportation: 

Twelve24 shall be accommodated in a reasonable standard of hotel (E.g. Travel Lodge / Premier Inn / Bed & Breakfast Inn / 3 star hotel type and style) with room allocation as indicated on the personnel list. 

Breakfast, midday meal and an early evening meal are required. A meal should be provided on the days that Twelve24 are booked in your area/city/country for your event. These days where food should be provided should be worked out with the booking agent prior to the event. 

Twelve24 would really appreciate a hotel/accommodation with WIFI for them to use.
Advertising / Promotion:
In any advertising or promotion of the concert / event the band must be referred to by its full name: “Twelve24” (No space between the Twelve and 24 and band name not to be written in numbers i.e. 1224).

No advertising to contain the name “Twelve24” until a written confirmation of booking has been received.

Please only use band photographs that have been provided by the booking contact person. Failure to do this may result in us asking you to take the photos down and repost an official one. You can get all official photos from Josh Green. 
If any live photographs are taken feel free to post them up.

Merchandise:
Twelve24 will bring their own merchandise and ask that the event organizers provide them with 2 trustworthy people to sell it and man the stand.
