GASMAC GILMORE | DEAD DONKEY

In venerable Vienna, the gateway to the Balkans, Gasmac Gilmore's frantic Polka mixed with a dark and ominous sound and harsh Heavy Metal riffs is the missing link between the East and the West, between rigorousness and irony. GASMAC GILMORE - "DEAD DONKEY" is the call to abandon control of one's feelings and perceptions and to jump onto the train to delyrium. Old bridges are torn down while new ones are being built; on this album the seemingly contradictory is unified. Gasmac Gilmore's singular fusion of Klezmer, Balkan, and Metal - already apparent on "About Boys and Dogs" - is driven to new heights.

The opener “I am God“ is a musical swinger party of sorts where groovy clarinets clash with thrashy guitar riffs, pulsating horns à la Kusturica copulate with wailing Klezmer melodies. Amidst this hedonistic epicenter of underground goodness we are invited to join the supposed God in delving deeper into a world of intoxicating frenzy, full of swing, Heavy Metal and Sigmund Freud. Besides illustrious Dr. Freud we encounter a gold-toothed gypsy, a 200 year old cello, and several other intriguing guests on our Dantean journey.

Gasmac Gilmore’s DEAD DONKEY was the opportunity for guest musicians from all over the globe to meet up.
Alexander Wladigeroff (Dunkelbunt, Shantel), Martin Schiske, Florian Fennes (No Head On My Shoulders), Slavko Lukic, Pavel Shalman (Ex-Deladap, Ex-Russkaja, 20 String Summit) and Florian Berner (Hugo Wolf Stringquartet) from Vienna.

On the lawn in front the legendary Wild at Heart club in Kreuzberg, Berlin Gasmac Gilmore met street musicians Dimitri Gerasimov and Sezgei Babuci from Kiew, Charles de Castro, Justin Rubenstein, and Brandon Armstrong from California, USA.

“Initial language barriers notwithstanding the musicians were inspired by our music and we in turn by their contribution leading us into a completely new musical world. After a 15-hour jam session our guests took off on their respective ways again and we were left with our single “The Monkey March.”
