Sasha & The Shades share their powerful new single ‘Echoes’ ahead of its release on August 31.

The song is an open-hearted meditation on jettisoning the shackles of outdated notions of manhood and freeing yourself to express your emotion.   It’s part of a series of singles leading up to the South London six piece’s second EP, each backed by an attendant b-side in old school 7” single style.

The band are fronted by twin vocalists Eli-Rose J Sanford and the project's founder Sasha Adamczewski, sharing duties across their repertoire.  Eli-Rose's commanding vocal style gives 'Echoes' its unique flavour, while Sasha lends his supercharged roar to the more optimistic, chorus- drenched 60s sounds of flip track 'Paint The Sky'.

Forming through friendships and shared stages among both the South London scene and in Canterbury, where Sasha studied fine art, their sound is informed by a generously wide palate of influences from Americana, folk and roots, blues and 50s, 60s and 70s rock 'n' roll.

'Echoes' is accompanied by an earthy, mysterious video promo shot by John Clay in the evocative surroundings of Nunhead Cemetery, One Tree Hill and Brixton market.  The strange metallic contraption sported by Sasha in the film is actually his final year project from his fine art degree, a piece designed to emphsise through bodily restriction, the blurred lines between performer and performance.
