CULT OF DOM KELLER PRESS RELEASE:

Cult of dom keller are an experimental rock group formed in 2008 from Nottingham, United Kingdom.

The Cult of dom keller sound is a combination of heavy rhythms, layered fuzzed out guitars and blissed out and atmospheric vocals ranging from heavy lysergic grooves to ethereal psychedelic pop resulting in a unique collision of alternative rock experimentation and 60s counter culture inspired subversion.
The band first came to prominence in 2009 when their EP1 and EP2 gathered heavy interest on the Internet and through their videos and online streaming garnered much underground music fanzines and websites.

The early EPs were an audibly tripped out affair: EP1 was a very experimental and cinematic release with most of the tracks recorded at home by Ryan and Neil whilst EP2 began to show the duo's ability to take the otherworldly sounds and form them into songs.

EP3 was a much darker affair ranging from menacing instrumentals to gloomy psych pop.

It was these EPs and their reputation as a powerful live band that caught the attention of The Reverberation Society in Austin, Texas, a record label that had released material by the likes of The Black Angels and Night beats and the label asked the band to perform at the 2011 Austin Psych Fest alongside The Black Angels, Roky Erikson (13th floor elevators) and many other established acts from around the world.

The band signed up with A Giant Leap agency and signed a one-album deal to the Reverberation Appreciation Society (USA).
The band signed to 'Mannequin Records' for the European release of the album and with 'Cardinal Fuzz' for the UK CD release. Both albums were made available on iTunes.

The track 'Nowhere to land' from their debut album was featured on Fuzz Club Record's compilation album ‘The Reverb Conspiracy Vol.2'

In 2013 the band released their fourth EP 'Secret Sounds' and this showed how the band was now developing their sounds even further: a monstrous collection of cinematic instrumentals sitting next to strange, mysterious songs.

The self released limited edition EP sold out within weeks.

Their track "Ghost bones" was featured on Q magazine's "Music for a shoot out" playlist

The band resumed from releasing material to concentrate on touring again with a return to Austin for 2013 Austin Psych Fest, a European tour and an appearance of various festivals across the UK including support to Sleaford Mods at Nottingham's Dot to Dot festival.

The band was asked to contribute a cover track for the Brian Jonestown massacre covers album "In other Voices" .

The band contributed their own take on "Dropping bombs on the white house" to a great reception from both sets of fans a like.

In 2014 they released their sophomore release, the heavy and epic 'Second Bardo' , which was a superb collection of heavy instrumentals, spaced out ambient grooves and general madness without losing focus of a great hook. 
The album sold out within a month receiving glowing reviews and was repressed.

The band returned to Europe to promote the album playing the Milhoes de Festa festival in Portugal and returning to France, Belgium, Germany including an appearance at Holland's Roadburn festival.


The Cult of dom keller are currently recording their third album.
