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1. TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION:​ the venue agrees to provide a professional sound system 
with specifications set out as follows: 
a. The sound system shall be set up and fully tested/troubleshooted before the arrival of              

the artist. The system shall be capable of eveningly covering the listening area and be               
able to reach levels 115dB at mix position. The system should include appropriate             
amplification, cables, all necessary rigging hardware etc. prior to the arrival of the artist.  

b. FOH SYSTEM: 
i. Minimum of 24 channel mixer minimum 2 sweepable mids, adjustable hi-pass           

and low pass filter, minimum of 2 audio subgroups with enough selectable            
pre/post aux. 

ii. Sends for a minimum of two multi effects units and one digital delay unit.  
iii. Good quality compressors and gates in correlation with the artists needs. 

c. MONITORS: 
There should be enough inputs, mixes and wedges to satisfy the artists needs as              
specified on the stage plan. Wedges should be bi-amped and provide a minimum of 500               
watts each.
