Piano

1 Grand Piano, very well tuned. The piano should be tuned right before the concert, and the pianotuner should be available in the break in case the piano needs retuning.

In order of preference we hope for a: Steinway D, Bechstein D, Fazioli F 278/308, Yamaha CF3S/S 6/ C7.

Note: A good quality grand piano is vital for this group. Badly tuned piano’s, disfunctional upright’s or keyboards are unacceptable.
